Q&A - Challenges of a Rainy Harvest



ST: "An Act to Protect Against Contamination of Crops and Wild Plant
Populations by Genetically Engineered Plants", signed into law May
31, 2001, was a first in the nation. It required manufacturers of
genetically engineered plants or seeds to deliver written instructions to
all Maine growers sufficient to minimize potential cross-contamination,
including instructions as to recommended buffer zones and required
manufacturers and seed dealers to keep records of all purchasers of
GE seeds, so that sources of contamination could be traced. Our
original proposal would also have required manufacturers to have
contracts with buyers to spell out respective responsibilities, and
provided that the manufacturer of GE seed would be "strictly liable"
i.e. without consideration of fault or negligence, for damages in any
